IBM 3268 Printer 

The IBM 3268 printer was announced on 1st September 1981.

It is a dot matrix 3270 printer and can print at a density of either 10 or 16.7 characters per inch (cps).

The 3268 attaches via up to 1500 metres of coaxial cable to an 3270 cluster controller, such as an IBM 3274 or IBM 3174.  The 3270 Controller may be attached to  mainframe and similar computers remotely, via telephone type circuits at up to 64 kilobits per second (kb/s), or locally, to a System/370 type channel   .  (There is a pair of channel cables in this room.)

The Model 2C show here can print in four colours: Black, blue, green, and red.  (A 3268 Model 2 prints only in black.
