The System Unit. The IBM PCyr's System Unit
is where all the actual compuration and process-
ing of dara take place. The System Unit is
lighrweight, weighing less than nine pounds, so
it can be carried easily. And its compact, low-
profile design enables you to place it conve-
niently on a small desk top, in a cight kitchen
counter space, on a bookshelf, or wherever it
makes sense for you.

A lot of compuring power fills this compact
frame. The IBM PCyr has the same advanced
8088 processor used throughour the entire
family of IBM Personal Computers.
